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Abstract. The paper presents the results of the study of the role of identification with
a significant adult in the development of components of the socio-normative sphere
of the adolescent personality. The sample comprised 211 ‘respondent—significant adult’ pairs.
The findings revealed a positive correlation between self-control scores among respondents
and their significant adults. The level of self-control among significant adults was found to be
statistically significantly higher. Personal identification emerged as the most significant
predictor for similarity in self-control, whilst similarity in psychological defences against
amorality depended on both personal identification and the authority of the significant adult.
The data obtained empirically confirm V. S. Mukhina’s concept of the social-normative space
of the personality being filled as a structural component of self-awareness through identification
with a significant adult. The results highlight the importance of creating positive role models
and mentoring programs within the educational environment that facilitate the acquisition
of socially significant qualities by young people.
